John the Baptist in Matthew and Luke
(elements in common in bold)

Now John wore clothing of camel's hair with
a leather belt around his waist, and his food
was locusts and wild honey. Then the people
of Jerusalem and all Judea were going out to
him, and all the region along the Jordan, and
they were baptized by him in the river Jor-
dan, confessing their sins. But when he saw
many Pharisees and Sadducees coming for
baptism, he said to them, "You brood of vi-
pers! Who warned you to flee from the
wrath to come? Bear fruit worthy of re-
pentance. Do not presume to say to your-
selves, 'We have Abraham as our ancestor’;
for | tell you, God is able from these stones
to raise up children to Abraham. Even now
the ax is lying at the root of the trees;
every tree therefore that does not bear
good fruit is cut down and thrown into the
fire. "l baptize you with water for repent-
ance, but one who is more powerful than |
is coming after me; | am not worthy to
carry his sandals. He will baptize you with
the Holy Spirit and fire. His winnowing
fork is in his hand, and he will clear his
threshing floor and will gather his wheat
into the granary; but the chaff he will burn
with unquenchable fire."

LUKkE 3.7-20

John said to the crowds that came out to be
baptized by him, "You brood of vipers! Who
warned you to flee from the wrath to
come? Bear fruits worthy of repentance.
Do not begin to say to yourselves, 'We
have Abraham as our ancestor’; for | tell
you, God is able from these stones to raise
up children to Abraham.

And
the crowds asked him, "What then should we
do?"

He said to them, "Collect no
more than the amount prescribed for you."
Soldiers also asked him, "And we, what
should we do?" He said to them, "Do not ex-
tort money from anyone by threats or false
accusation, and be satisfied with your
wages." As the people were filled with expec-
tation, and all were questioning in their
hearts concerning John, whether he might
be the Messiah, John answered all of them
by saying, "l baptize you with water; but
one who is more powerful than | is coming;
| am not worthy to untie the thong of his
sandals. He will baptize you with the Holy
Spirit and fire. His winnowing fork is in his
hand, to clear his threshing floor and to
gather the wheat into his granary; but the
chaff he will burn with unquenchable fire."
So, with many other exhortations, he pro-
claimed the good news to the people. But
Herod the ruler, who had been rebuked by
him because of Herodias, his brother's wife,
and because of all the evil things that Herod
had done, added to them all by shutting up
John in prison.
