Prelude 8:1-6: silence and incense ritual (smoke) 15:1-16:2: heavenly liturgy and smoke

1 8:7: hail, fire, blood destroys 1/3 earth, trees, grass 16:2: earth: foul and painful sore on those with mark of
beast

2 8:8-9: fiery mountain into the sea destroys 1/3 sea
creatures and ships

16:3: sea like blood kills all sea creatures

3 8:10-11: blazing star into fresh water causes 1/3 of
water to become wormwood

16:4-7: fresh water becomes as blood

4 8:12: darkness over 1/3 of sun, moon, stars,
day/night

16:8-9: sun scorches; no repentance

Refrain 8:13: eagle in midheaven crying “woe, woe, woe!”
to inhabitants of earth

16:5-7: just response to blood of saints and prophets
shed by those who worship the beast’s image

(1st woe)

9:1-12: battle locusts from abyss torment like
scorpions for five months those without God’s
seal

16:10-11: throne/kingdom of beast made dark and
people curse God; no repentance

6 9:13-21: four angels bound at Euphrates released
to kill 1/3 of humanity with three plagues: fire,
smoke, and sulfur from their mouths (authority in
mouths and serpent tails); no repentance

16:12-16: Euphrates dried to prepare kings from east;
three foul frog spirits from mouth of dragon, beast and
false prophet perform signs leading to assemblage at
Armageddon

7 11:15: kingdom of world has become kingdom of
our Lord and his Messiah

16:17-21: judgment against “the Great City” split into
three parts
