
Contrasts between Revelation 13 (dragon and beasts and followers )
and Revelation 14 (God, Lamb, angels and followers)

Revelation 13 Revelation 14

12.18: Then the dragon took his stand on
the sand of the seashore.

14.1: Then I looked, and there was the
Lamb, standing on Mount Zion

13.1: on its heads were blasphemous
names

14.1: [The Lamb’s] name and his Fa-
ther's name written on their foreheads.

13.4: They worshiped the dragon, for he
had given his authority to the beast, and
they worshiped the beast, saying, "Who
is like the beast, and who can fight
against it?"

14.3: and they sing a new song before
the throne and before the four living
creatures and before the elders.

14.7: worship him who made heaven
and earth, the sea and the springs of
water.

13.5: The beast was given a mouth utter-
ing haughty and blasphemous words

14.5: in their mouth no lie was found

13.5: it was allowed to exercise authority
for forty-two months.

14.6: with an eternal gospel to proclaim
to those who live on the earth--.

13.7: was given authority over every
tribe and people and language and na-
tion

14.6: to every nation and tribe and lan-
guage and people

13.11: Then I saw another beast that rose
out of the earth

14.8: Then another angel, a second, fol-
lowed

13.12: and it makes the earth and its in-
habitants worship the first beast..
13.16: it causes all, both small and great,
both rich and poor, both free and slave,
to be marked on the right hand or the
forehead

14.9-10: "Those who worship the beast
and its image, and receive a mark on
their foreheads or on their hands, they
will also drink the wine of God's wrath

14.11: There is no rest day or night for
those who worship the beast and its
image and for anyone who receives
the mark of its name.

13.13: It performs great signs, even mak-
ing fire come down from heaven to
earth in the sight of all

14.10b-11a: and they will be tormented
with fire and sulfur in the presence of
the holy angels and in the presence of
the Lamb. And the smoke of their tor-
ment goes up forever and ever.

13.17: no one can buy or sell who does
not have the mark

14.4: They have been bought from hu-
mankind as first fruits for God and the
Lamb

13.18: This calls for wisdom: let anyone
with understanding calculate the num-

14.12: Here is a call for the faithful re-
sistance of the saints, those who keep



ber of the beast the commandments of God and hold
fast to the faith of Jesus.
