
“Signs” (Greek, semeia) in Revelation

12.1 great sign appeared in heaven: a woman clothed with the sun, with the
moon under her feet, and on her head a crown of twelve stars.

12.3 Then another sign appeared in heaven: a great red dragon, with seven
heads and ten horns, and seven diadems on his heads.

13.13-14 [The land beast] performs great signs, even making fire come down from
heaven to earth in the sight of all; and by the signs that it is allowed to per-
form on behalf of the beast, it deceives the inhabitants of earth

15.1 Then I saw another sign in heaven, great and amazing: seven angels with
seven plagues, which are the last, for with them the wrath of God is ended.

16.14 These are demonic spirits, performing signs, who go abroad to the kings of
the whole world, to assemble them for battle on the great day of God the
Almighty.

19.20 And the beast was captured, and with it the false prophet who had per-
formed in its presence the signs by which he deceived those who had re-
ceived the mark of the beast and those who worshiped its image.
