
Comings and goings in 1 Samuel 16
PINK = sendings/goings; BLUE = comings

16.1 YHWH to Samuel: “set out and I will send you to Jesse the Bethlehemite”
16.2 YHWH to Samuel: “say, ‘I have come to sacrifice to YHWH”
16.4 Samuel came to Bethlehem
16.4 The elders of the city came to meet him, trembling
16.5 Samuel to the elders: “I have come to sacrifice to YHWH…come with me”
16.6 When they came, he looked on Eliab…
16.8-10 [Jesse calls his seven sons to come to Samuel at Bethlehem]
16.11 Samuel said to Jesse, "Send and bring him [David]; for we will not sit down until

he comes here."
16.12 He sent and brought him in.
16.13 the spirit of YHWH came mightily upon David from that day forward.
16.13 Samuel then set out and went to Ramah.
16.14 Now the spirit of YHWH departed from Saul…
16.17 So Saul said to his servants, "Provide for me someone who can play well, and

bring him to me."
16.19 Saul sent messengers to Jesse, and said, "Send me your son David who is with

the sheep."
16.20 Jesse took a donkey loaded with bread, a skin of wine, and a kid, and sent them

by his son David to Saul.
16.21 And David came to Saul, and entered his service.
16.22 Saul sent to Jesse, saying, "Let David remain in my service, for he has found fa-

vor in my sight."
