21.6: I am the Alpha and the Omega
(and 22.13)

21.7: Those who conquer will inherit
these things

“the one who conquers” 8x in Rev 2-3

21.8: the second death 2.11: Whoever conquers will not be
harmed by the second death.

21.10: And in the spirit he carried me
away to a great, high mountain

1.10: I was in the spirit on the Lord's day

21.14: the twelve names of the twelve
apostles of the Lamb.

2.2: you have tested those who claim to

2.7: To everyone who conquers, I will give
permission to eat from the tree of life
that is in the paradise of God.

22.6: the Lord, the God of the spirits of
the prophets, has sent his angel to show
his servants what must soon take
place

1.1: The revelation of Jesus Christ, which
God gave him to show his servants
what must soon take place

22.7: Blessed is the one who keeps the
words of the prophecy
