
“Fire and brimstone [sulfur]” in the Bible

Psalm 11.6 On the wicked he will rain coals of fire and sulfur
Isaiah 30.31,
33

The Assyrian will be terror-stricken at the voice of YHWH, when he
strikes with his rod. …. For his burning place has long been pre-
pared; truly it is made ready for the king, its pyre made deep and
wide, with fire and wood in abundance; the breath of YHWH, like a
stream of sulfur, kindles it.

Isaiah 34.8-
10

For YHWH has a day of vengeance, a year of vindication by Zion's
cause. And the streams of Edom shall be turned into pitch, and her
soil into sulfur; her land shall become burning pitch. Night and day
it shall not be quenched; its smoke shall go up forever. From gener-
ation to generation it shall lie waste; no one shall pass through it
forever and ever.

Ezekiel
38.22

With pestilence and bloodshed I will enter into judgment with him;
and I will pour down torrential rains and hailstones, fire and sul-
fur, upon him and his troops and the many peoples that are with
him.

New Testament
Luke 17.29 but on the day that Lot left Sodom, it rained fire and sulfur from

heaven and destroyed all of them--it will be like that on the day
that the Son of Man is revealed.

By these three plagues a third of humankind was killed, by the fire
and smoke and sulfur coming out of their mouths.

they will also drink the wine of God's wrath, poured unmixed into
the cup of his anger, and they will be tormented with fire and sul-
fur in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the
Lamb.
