“Rose early” (Hebrew, shchm) in Genesis

19.2 [Lot] said, "Please, my lords, turn aside to your servant's house and spend the
night, and wash your feet; then you can rise early and go on your way." They
said, "No; we will spend the night in the square."

19.27 | Abraham went early in the morning to the place where he had stood before
YHWH...

20.8 | So Abimelech rose early in the morning, and called all his servants and told
them all these things; and the men were very much afraid.

22.3 | So Abraham rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his
young men with him, and his son Isaac; he cut the wood for the burnt offering,
and set out and went to the place in the distance that God had shown him.

26.31 | In the morning [Isaac and Abimelech] rose early and exchanged oaths; and
Isaac set them on their way, and they departed from him in peace.

28.18 | So Jacob rose early in the morning, and he took the stone that he had put un-
der his head and set it up for a pillar and poured oil on the top of it.

3155 | Early in the morning Laban rose up, and kissed his grandchildren and his

daughters and blessed them; then he departed and returned home.
