
17.22-37: THE DAY(S) OF THE HUMAN ONE

Then he said to the disciples, "The days are
coming when you will long to see one of the
days of the Human One, and you will not see
it. They will say to you, 'Look there!' or
'Look here!' Do not go, do not set off in
pursuit. For as the lightning flashes and
lights up the sky from one side to the other,
so will the Human One be in his day. But first
he must endure much suffering and be re-
jected by this generation. Just as it was in
the days of Noah, so too it will be in the days
of the Human One. They were eating and
drinking, and marrying and being given in
marriage, until the day Noah entered the
ark, and the flood came and destroyed all
of them. Likewise, just as it was in the
days of Lot: they were eating and drinking,
buying and selling, planting and building,
but on the day that Lot left Sodom, it
rained fire and sulfur from heaven and de-
stroyed all of them --it will be like that on
the day that the Human One is revealed.
On that day, anyone on the housetop who
has belongings in the house must not come
down to take them away; and likewise an-
yone in the field must not turn back. Re-
member Lot's wife. Those who try to make
their life secure will lose it, but those who
lose their life will keep it. I tell you, on that
night there will be two in one bed; one will
be taken and the other left. There will be two
women grinding meal together; one will be
taken and the other left."  Then they asked
him, "Where, Lord?" He said to them, "Where
the body is, there the eagles will gather."

21.5-36: THE TEMPLE’S DESTRUCTION

When some were speaking about the tem-
ple, how it was adorned with beautiful
stones and gifts dedicated to God, he said,
"As for these things that you see, the days
will come when not one stone will be left
upon another; all will be thrown down." They
asked him, "Teacher, when will this be, and
what will be the sign that this is about to
take place?" And he said, "Beware that you
are not led astray; for many will come in my
name and say, 'I am he!' and, 'The time is
near!' Do not go after them.

"When you hear of wars and insurrections,
do not be terrified; for these things must
take place first, but the end will not follow
immediately." Then he said to them, "Nation
will rise against nation, and kingdom against
kingdom; there will be great earthquakes,
and in various places famines and plagues;
and there will be dreadful portents and great
signs from heaven. "But before all this oc-
curs, they will arrest you and persecute
you; they will hand you over to syna-
gogues and prisons, and you will be
brought before kings and governors be-
cause of my name. This will give you an op-
portunity to testify. So make up your minds
not to prepare your defense in advance; for I
will give you words and a wisdom that none
of your opponents will be able to withstand
or contradict. You will be betrayed even by
parents and brothers, by relatives and
friends; and they will put some of you to
death. You will be hated by all because of my
name. But not a hair of your head will perish.
By your faithful resistance you will gain your
lives.

"When you see Jerusalem surrounded by ar-
mies, then know that its desolation has
come near. Then those in Judea must flee to
the mountains, and those inside the city
must leave it, and those out in the country
must not enter it; for these are days of
vengeance, as a fulfillment of all that is

written. Woe to those who are pregnant and
to those who are nursing infants in those
days! For there will be great distress on the
earth and wrath against this people; they will
fall by the edge of the sword and be taken
away as captives among all nations; and Je-
rusalem will be trampled on by the Gentiles,
until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.

"There will be signs in the sun, the moon,
and the stars, and on the earth distress
among nations confused by the roaring of
the sea and the waves. People will faint from
fear and foreboding of what is coming upon
the world, for the powers of the heavens will
be shaken. Then they will see 'the Human
One coming in a cloud' with power and
great glory. Now when these things begin
to take place, stand up and raise your
heads, because your redemption is draw-
ing near."

Then he told them a parable: "Look at the fig
tree and all the trees; as soon as they sprout
leaves you can see for yourselves and know
that summer is already near. So also, when
you see these things taking place, you know
that the kingdom of God is near. Truly I tell
you, this generation will not pass away un-
til all things have taken place. Heaven and
earth will pass away, but my words will not
pass away. "Be on guard so that your
hearts are not weighed down with dissipa-
tion and drunkenness and the worries of
this life, and that day catch you unexpect-
edly, like a trap. For it will come upon all
who live on the face of the whole earth. Be
alert at all times, praying that you may have
the strength to escape all these things that
will take place, and to stand before the Hu-
man One."
