
Sōzō (to be saved/healed), sōtēr (savior), and sōteria (salvation) in Luke
1.47 …my spirit rejoices in God my Savior

1.69 He has raised up a mighty savior for us in the house of his servant David

1.71 that we would be saved from our enemies and from the hand of all who
hate us.

1.77 to give knowledge of salvation to his people by the forgiveness of their sins.

2.11 to you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, who is the Messiah, the
Lord.

6.9 Then Jesus said to them, "I ask you, is it lawful to do good or to do harm on
the sabbath, to save life or to destroy it?"

7.50 And he said to the woman, "Your faith has saved you; go in peace."

8.12 The ones on the path are those who have heard; then the devil comes and
takes away the word from their hearts, so that they may not believe and be
saved.

8.36 Those who had seen it told them how the one who had been possessed by
demons had been saved.

8.48 He said to her, "Daughter, your faith has saved you; go in peace."

8.50 When Jesus heard this, he replied, "Do not fear. Only believe, and she will be
saved."

9.24 For those who want to save their life will lose it, and those who lose their life
for my sake will save it.

13.23 Someone asked him, "Lord, will only a few be saved?"

17.19 Then he said to him, "Get up and go on your way; your faith has saved you."

18.26 Those who heard it said, "Then who can be saved?"

18.42 Jesus said to him, "Receive your sight; your faith has saved you."

19.10 For the Human One came to seek out and to save the lost."

23.35 And the people stood by, watching; but the leaders scoffed at him, saying,
"He saved others; let him save himself if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen
one!"

23.37 [soldiers] saying, "If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!"

23.39 One of the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying,
"Are you not the Messiah? Save yourself and us!"
