
Unique/rare Greek words in Luke 22.43-45
v.43: “gave him strength”: enischuōn, only here in New Testament

v. 44: “anguish”: agōnia, only here in New Testament; compare 13.24

v. 44: “earnestly”: ektenesteron, only here in New Testament

v. 44: “sweat”: hidrōs, only here in New Testament

v. 44: “drops”: thromboi, only here in New Testament

v. 45: “sleeping”: koinōnemous, only here in Luke

v. 45: “grief”: lupes, only here in Luke
