They devoted themselves to the
apostles' teaching and fellowship, to
the breaking of bread and the pray-
ers. Awe came upon everyone, be-
cause many wonders and signs
were being done by the apostles. All
who believed were together and
had all things in common; they
would sell their possessions and
goods and distribute the proceeds
to all, as any had need. Day by day,
as they spent much time together in
the temple, they broke bread at home
and ate their food with glad and gen-
erous hearts, praising God and hav-
ing the grace of all the people. And
day by day the Lord added to their
number those who were being
saved.

Now the whole group of those who
believed were of one heart and be-
ing, and no one was saying that
what they had was their own, but
everything they owned was held in
common. With great power the apos-
tles gave their testimony to the resur-
rection of the Lord Jesus, and great
grace was upon them all. There was
not a needy person among them,
for as many as owned lands or
houses sold them and brought the
proceeds of what was sold. They
laid it at the apostles' feet, and it
was distributed to each as any had
need.

Now many signs and wonders were
done among the people through
the apostles. And they were all to-
gether in Solomon's Portico. None of
the rest dared to join them, but the
people held them in high esteem.
Yet more than ever believers were
added to the Lord, great numbers of
both men and women, so that they
even carried out the sick into the
streets, and laid them on cots and
mats, in order that Peter's shadow
might fall on some of them as he
came by. A great number of people
would also gather from the towns
around Jerusalem, bringing the sick
and those tormented by unclean spir-
its, and they were all cured.
