68.26)] 'Let his homestead become desolate, and let there be no one to live in it'; and
[Psalm 109.8] 'Let another take his position of overseer.”

2.25 “For David says concerning him, [Psalm 16.8-11] 'l saw the Lord always before me, for
he is at my right hand so that | will not be shaken...”

2.29 "Fellow Israelites, | may say to you confidently of our ancestor David that he both
died and was buried, and his tomb is with us to this day.”

2.34 “For David did not ascend into the heavens, but he himself says, [Psalm 110.1] 'The
Lord said to my Lord, "Sit at my right hand...”
