
Outpouring of God’s Spirit in the Hebrew Scriptures 

 

Numbers 
11.25 

Then YHWH came down in the cloud and spoke to him and took some of the 
spirit that was on him and put it on the seventy elders; and when the spirit 
rested upon them, they prophesied. 

1 Samuel 
10.6 

“Then the spirit of YHWH will possess you, and you will be in a prophetic 
frenzy along with them and be turned into a different person.” 

1 Samuel 
16.13 

Then Samuel took the horn of oil and anointed him in the presence of his 
brothers; and the spirit of YHWH came mightily upon David from that day 
forward. 

2 Kings 2.9 When they had crossed, Elijah said to Elisha, "Tell me what I may do for you, 
before I am taken from you." Elisha said, "Please let me inherit a double 
share of your spirit." 

Ezra 1.1, 5 In the first year of King Cyrus of Persia, in order that the word of YHWH by the 
mouth of Jeremiah might be accomplished, YHWH stirred up the spirit of 
King Cyrus of Persia so that he sent a herald throughout all his kingdom, and 
also in a written edict declared…The heads of the families of Judah and Benja-
min, and the priests and the Levites--everyone whose spirit God had stirred--
got ready to go up and rebuild the house of YHWH in Jerusalem. 

Nehemiah 
9.20, 30 

“You gave your good spirit to instruct them, and did not withhold your 
manna from their mouths, and gave them water for their thirst….Many years 
you were patient with them, and warned them by your spirit through your 
prophets; yet they would not listen. Therefore you handed them over to the 
peoples of the lands. 

Isaiah 11.2 The spirit of YHWH shall rest on him, the spirit of wisdom and understand-
ing, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and the fear of 
YHWH. 

Isaiah 
32.14-17 

For the palace will be forsaken, the populous city deserted; the hill and the 
watchtower will become dens forever, the joy of wild asses, a pasture for flocks; 
until a spirit from on high is poured out on us, and the wilderness becomes 
a fruitful field, and the fruitful field is deemed a forest. Then justice will dwell 
in the wilderness, and righteousness abide in the fruitful field. The effect of 
righteousness will be peace, and the result of righteousness, quietness and 
trust forever. 

Isaiah 
34.16c 

For the mouth of YHWH has commanded, and his spirit has gathered them. 

Ezekiel 
37.14 

I will put my spirit within you, and you shall live, and I will place you on your 
own soil; then you shall know that I, YHWH, have spoken and will act," says
